Grade/Level: 4th   Time allowed: 2 hours


Physical Environment: In classroom students will be seated with individual laptops.
Illinois Learning Standard(s) Addressed: 2.A.1a Identify the literary elements of theme, setting, plot and character within literary works.
I. Instructional Objective: Students will be able to identify the theme of a story, the characters, setting and important events. 
II. Behavioral Objective: Students will construct a semantic web outlining the story Peter Pan. Students will identify a theme and place it under the title. They will include description of 3 characters, description of setting, and 3 events in the story. Each section must have at least three points. Students should also include 3 reasons why they liked or disliked the story. Students need to include 3 pictures related to the story. Students will use all aspects of Inspiration correctly.

III. Materials: Students will need a copy of Peter Pan, and a computer with Inspiration. 
IV. Procedure

1) Students have recently finished reading Peter Pan.
2) Teacher will discuss the importance of characters, setting, theme and important events with students. 

3) Have students give examples of what types of characters can be found in the story? What is the setting of the story? What are the important events? What was the theme of the story?
4) After students have an understanding of these points introduce the assignment.

5) Be sure to hand out grading checklist so student’s can be sure they have included all the requirements in their web. 

6) Explain to students that they will be using Inspiration to create a semantic web about Peter Pan. 
7) Students should work individually.

8) They have 1 hour to complete the assignment.

V. Evaluation: Students should have all requirements in their map as goes along with the grading check list.

Grading Checklist for Semantic Web

-Each part is worth 5 points-

1) Students displayed an understanding of the Inspiration Program.

2) Students have correct understanding of theme

3) Students identified 3 characters, and three corresponding characteristics for each character.

4) Students identified the appropriate settings that took place in the story.

5) Students used 3 points to describe each setting. 

6) Students identified 3 events that occurred in the story. 

7) Students included 3 reasons why they liked or disliked the story.

8) Students included three appropriate pictures related to the story.

9) All grammar and spelling is correct.
