Grade/Level: 4th  

Time allowed: 1 hour
Physical Environment: Classroom setting with students at individual laptops.
Illinois Learning Standard(s) Addressed: 2.B.1c Relate character, setting and plot to real-life situations.
I. Instructional Objective: Students will be able to relate the character, setting and plot of a story to a real life situation. 
II. Behavioral Objective: Given an understanding of Microsoft Power Point and an understanding of Peter Pan students will create a slideshow about a time they went to an exciting new place, like Wendy going to Never Never Land for the first time. Students need to include a new place they went to, something they tried that they did not think they could do (Wendy learned how to fly), and a new friend that they met (Wendy met Peter Pan). They need to have 5 slides. The first slide should be a title page. The next three slides need to include a title, and three points describing the topic. The final page should have 3 points making connections between Wendy’s adventure and the student’s adventure. Students need to include at least one picture per slide. Students may use different colors and fonts in their presentation. They may get as creative as they like.
III. Materials: Students will need a laptop with Microsoft Power Point.
IV. Procedure
1) After finishing the book Peter Pan direct students to go to their computers.

2) Ask students what Wendy must have felt like when she met Peter Pan. Was she excited? Was she nervous? Was she scared? 

3) Ask them what they think she thought of Never Never Land and learning to fly.

4) Talk to students about how Wendy’s experiences can be related to their experiences.

5) Ask students to think about a time they went some where new and exciting that they had never been before. It could be an exciting vacation or a new summer camp they went to. Then ask them if on this trip they did something new that they didn’t think they could do. This could be like jumping off the high dive or flying on an airplane. Finally ask students if they met someone that they thought was interesting and exciting.
6) Tell students to think about their responses before beginning their presentation

V. Evaluation: Students should have all requirements in their presentation as goes along with the grading check list.
Grading Checklist
