Grade/Level: 4th Time allowed: 2 Hours


Physical Environment: Students at individual laptops in classroom.
Illinois Learning Standard(s) Addressed: 5.B.1a Select and organize information from various sources for a specific purpose.
I. Instructional Objective: Students will be able to select and organize information from internet sources and organize it in the form of a travel brochure. 
II. Behavioral Objective: Given a full understanding of Microsoft Publisher and Peter Pan students will create a travel brochure for London, England. The brochure needs to include 3 landmarks and 3 hotels. Students need to include 1-2 sentences describing the landmarks, and hotels. Students also need to write 1 paragraph about the Peter Pan statue in London. They need to answer the questions where is it at? When was it built? Who was it a gift to? On the back the students need to list the 3 websites that they used to collect their information. The last page should include 3 appropriate pictures of London. The pictures should be of the 3 landmarks. The student needs to type what each picture shows. The pictures can he found in Microsoft Publisher using clipart. Students may use appropriate fonts and colors if they choose. Students need to make the brochure interesting to look at as if they were trying to convince someone to travel to London. 
III. Materials: Laptop with internet, copy of Microsoft Publisher, examples of travel brochures, list of websites.

V. Procedure: 

1) After finishing Peter Pan begin a discussion on the setting. Ask students where the story took place. 

2) Ask students which out of the two places, Never Never Land and London, England could they actually visit. Ask if any students have ever traveled to London, England.

3) Next instruct students that they will be researching London, England and creating a travel brochure using Microsoft Publisher.

4) Pass out examples of different travel brochures. Have students use these as their guide. Make sure they are in tri-fold style.

5) Makes sure students have an understanding of how to find information on the internet.

6) Give students list of websites they can use.
7) Instruct students on how to type the website into the search bar.

8) The students will have one hour to research and one hour to create their brochure. They will work in groups of 3. 

9) Give an example of a brochure you made.

10) If students do not have questions, have them begin their brochure.
VI. Evaluation: Students will follow all guidelines according to grading checklist.
