Physical Environment: In the classroom, reading time.
Illinois Learning Standard(s) Addressed: 1.B.1d Read age-appropriate material aloud with fluency and accuracy.
I. Instructional Objective: Students will be able to read age appropriate material aloud with fluency and accuracy.
II. Behavioral Objectives: Students will read chapters 9-11 in class with teacher. They will read in a reader’s theater style. Students will take turns playing different characters. They will read that character as if they were acting in a play. 

III. Materials: Peter Pan book 
IV. Procedure 

1) Students will sit in a circle

2) Ask students if they enjoyed the reader’s theater lesson from yesterday.

3) Tell them that today they will be taking it to the next level.

4) Tell students they will read chapter 9-11 the same way they did yesterday.

5) Explain to them that next they will pick out major events that occurred in those chapters.

6) They will then act out the event. 

7) Students will stand at the front of the classroom. (They may hold and read out of their books.)

8) Students need to walk, talk, and move like the characters. (Obviously the children cannot fly, they should pretend by waving their arms). 

9) Each chapter will have a new cast. 

10)  At the end students should take a bow and the rest of the class will applaud their performance.

11)  Once students understand, pick your cast and begin. 

V. Evaluation:  Students will not be graded on this exercise. However, the teacher will listen to whether they are reading with fluency and accuracy.
