I. Instructional Objective: Students will be able to write paragraphs that include a variety of sentence types, appropriate usage of parts of speech, accurate spelling, and grammar. Students will also be able to write for a variety of purposes including descriptive, informative and narrative.
II. Behavioral Objectives: Students will write 4 paragraphs outlining the difference between Peter Pan, the book, and Peter Pan, the movie. They need to include 2 reasons fore each. Spelling, grammar, and paragraph formation will be correct.

IV. Procedure 

1) To close the unit on Peter Pan students will watch the Disney movie Peter Pan. 

2) After the movie is over ask students how the movie was different then the book.

4) They will need to write 4 paragraphs explaining two ways the movie and book were similar and two ways the movie and book were different. 

5) Students may use their book to help them.
