Physical Environment: Students at their desk, reading time.
Illinois Learning Standard(s) Addressed: 3.C.1a Write for a variety of purposes including description, information, explanation, persua​sion and narration.
I. Instructional Objective: Students will be able to write for a variety of purposes including informative, descriptive and narrative. 
II. Behavioral Objective: After reading chapters 3-4 of Peter Pan in class students will write their second journal entry. The entry need to include 1 paragraph describing if they had to think happy thoughts in order to fly what would they think about. 

III. Materials: Peter Pan journal, Peter Pan book, pencil.

IV. Procedure 

1) Read chapters 3-4 with your students. 

2) Then ask them to remind you how Wendy, Michael and John were able to fly.

3) Then ask them what their happy thoughts would be.
