Illinois Learning Standard(s) Addressed: 2.B.1c Relate character, setting and plot to real-life situations.
I. Instructional Objective(s) Students will be able to relate characters to real-life.
Behavioral Objectives: Having read Peter Pan students will distinguish between the characters characteristics. They will make a chart outlining the characteristics of the characters. What characteristics could allow them to be real people? What characteristics allow them to be fictional? Students will outline Peter Pan, Captain Hook, Wendy, Tiger Lilly, and Tinkerbelle. They will put their findings into a Microsoft Word table. They need to have a character column, a fictional characteristics column, and a real life characteristics column. Students need to have as many fictional and non fictional characteristics that they can find for each character. Students may use word art, color and fonts if they choose.
II. Materials: Laptop with Microsoft Word.
III. Procedure 

1) Once students have finished reading Peter Pan ask them if any of the characters could be based on real people.

2) Ask them what characteristics make people real. Also ask what are characteristics that real people don’t have.

3) Next tell them they will be making a chart outlining the characteristics of Peter Pan, Captain Hook, Wendy, Tiger Lilly and Tinkerbelle.

4) Show an example of a chart you made

5) Allow students to begin
